In four
Saturdays our group completed the work scope given to us. Annie's house is a charming ranch on a serene lot. Her
husband had passed away suddenly about 20 years ago and she continued to raise her two boys on her own. She is
a pleasant, independent woman who found the need to ask for help. Good Works was able to do that.

The work done included: addressing a water problem in the basement, replacing four basement windows, removing
an unneeded toilet, removing weeds from the backyard, removing unwanted shrubs, regrading one side of the house,
installing insulation in the attic as well as adding a handrail to the attic stairs, a new door knob, and a railing at the
top of the stairs, installing new window spiral balances in almost every window, repairing screens, installing gutter
guards, replacing an exterior light, installing new window shade, removing a window A/C and covering another one,
adding smoke detectors, and a few other items.
